A RESOLUTION OF THE SCHOOL BOARD OF CLAY COUNTY, FLORIDA, FINDING THAT THE TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY KNOWN AS TYNES ELEMENTARY WASTEWTER TREAT-MENT PLANT LOCATED AT 1550 TYNES BOULEVARD, MIDDLEBURG, FLORIDA IS OBSOLETE, UNECONOMICAL AND SERVES NO USEFUL PURPOSE, HAS A VALUE OF LESS THAN TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($10,000.00) AND SHOULD BE DISPOSED OF BY AUCTION OR BY THE MOST EFFICIENT AND COST EFFECTIVE MEANS.
WHEREAS, the School Board of Clay County, Florida is the owner of a structure/facility known as the Tynes Elementary wastewater treatment plant, located at Tynes Elementary School, 1550 Tynes Boulevard, Middleburg, Florida; and
WHEREAS, said structure/facility is obsolete, uneconomical and serves no useful purpose as defined by Florida Statutes 274.05 and 274.06; and

WHEREAS, the value of said structure/facility is reasonably estimated to be less than $10,000.00 (ten thousand dollars); and 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the School Board of Clay County, Florida, to dispose of said structure/facility by the most efficient and cost effective means;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of Clay County, Florida, that the wastewater treatment plant which is located at Tynes Elementary School, 1550 Tynes Boulevard, Middleburg, Florida, is obsolete, uneconomical, serves no useful purpose, and in the best interest of the School Board shall be disposed of by auction or the most efficient and cost effective means as determined by the Director of the Purchasing for the school district.
